MEMORANDUM 

The Memorandum of Understanding (MOU) between the City of Yukon and 

the Yukon Economic Development Authority requires the Authority to keep the 

City Council well informed about all major implementation projects or activities 

by providing a quarterly and annual report.  The following narrative summary 

covers the Authority’s financial report and project activities for the 2014-2015 

fiscal year; 

A. Financial Report: 

The Authority has received sales tax collections in the amount of $51,806.91 

for the fourth quarter and revenues of $202,191.71 for the fiscal year 

beginning July 01, 2014 (Exhibit 1).  For FY 2015-2016, the Authority has set the 

annual revenue estimate at $252,000 which reflects a full year of collections 

from the four (4) retail companies presently located in the District.  The 

Authority also projects that at least one (1) new retail store will open in the TIF 

District during the next twelve months.  Future development activity will be 

largely dependent upon the progress of the proposed Prairie West project 

and commercial activity locating along the extension of Health Center 

Parkway.  
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B. Adoption of Urban Gateway SmartCode: 

The adoption of the Urban Gateway SmartCode and Overlay Ordinances by 

the Yukon City Council at the March 17th City Council Meeting completed 

the work initiated by the Authority in September of 2014.  The two new 

ordinances will encourage the use of mixed-use development principles and 

practices in the community and requires that any new 

commercial/residential projects proposed within the Frisco Road TIF District to 

use the Urban Gateway SmartCode design standards. 

To date, the City of Yukon is the only Oklahoma city to adopt this national 

template that promotes pedestrian friendly development and greater 

densities of residential/commercial buildings.  This new design 

standard/concept reduces parking fields and transportation lanes while 

increasing public amenities and open spaces.  As a result, the City of Yukon is 

being recognized as a leader in the region for introducing viable 

development options and backing the approach with adequate financial 

incentives. 

C. EDA Economic Adjustment Grant: 

During the third quarter report, the Authority discussed the submission of an 

EDA Economic Adjustment grant in partnership with the City of Oklahoma 

City.  The proposed application was also supported by the Canadian County 

Commissioners and the Area Council of Governments (ACOG).  The 

technical assistance grant called for an independent evaluation of potential 

industrial, warehousing, and business park locations between Frisco Road 

and the C. E. Page Airport. 

Unfortunately, the Authority learned in late April that the EDA grant 

application was denied due to financial constraints announced by the EDA 

Regional Office in Austin, Texas.  The EDA Regional Office received 

seventeen (17) applications during the third quarter and could only approve 

and fund one application in Oklahoma.  Our recommendations, given the 
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lack of federal funding for the program this fiscal year, is that the Authority 

delay sending/submitting a revised grant application until October.  

Hopefully, a new federal budget year and a Presidential election will provide 

some additional project funds for the EDA Austin region. 

D. Phase I – Hotel/Conference Center Feasibility Study: 

In early May, the Authority entered into an agreement with Partners In 

Development to undertake a Phase I-Feasibility Study for a proposed 

hotel/conference center.  The initial scope of work includes an electronic 

survey designed to measure market demand in Canadian County and to 

assess current lodging facilities that may lack the full service operations the 

City of Yukon wants to provide as a part of the Frisco Road development 

project. 

The timing of this feasibility study fits very well with the City’s commitment to 

build a regional sports complex at Frisco Road and U.S. Route 66.  In fact, the 

Market Feasibility and Economic Impact Analysis issued on May 1, 2015 by 

CSL International includes a discussion of hotel rooms needed to support 

regional tournaments.  CSL International states on page 18 of their report; 

“However, of the 2,300 hotel rooms within 15 miles of the proposed sports 

complex site, only 624 are located in the 73099 zip code.  In order for the 

Yukon Sports Complex to generate significant economic impact dollars from 

regional tournaments and capture out-of-town spending, it will be important 

to increase the number of hotel nights within the community.  The proposed 

220 acre commercial site (Prairie West) adjacent to I-40 in Yukon is the first 

step in increasing hotel room nights.”   

The merging of additional hotel accommodations with the completion of the 

regional sports park is in some respects a “chicken and egg” proposition.  

Yukon may not be able to host a major sports event tournament without at 

least an additional 400 hotel rooms but opening a new hotel facility too early 

creates an oversupply problem for potential developers.  It is a great 
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problem to have and the two feasibility studies will help Yukon solve the 

“timing” issue. 

Finally, we anticipate that the Phase I – Feasibility Study will be finished by 

August 1st now that the electronic survey of 650 area businesses and 

associated groups has been completed.  The results will help the Authority 

determine the appropriate scale and type of full-service facility needed to 

support the mixed-use development proposed in the Frisco Road growth 

corridor. 

E. Yukon Community Analysis – April 2015: 

A complete Yukon Community Profile and Retail Gap Analysis was delivered 

to the City Council in April.  The Authority updates this economic activity 

report every six months and uses the growth trends to recruit potential 

commercial businesses that are not currently located in the OKC metro.  The 

two most common requests from the Economic Development Office are for 

drive time demographics and for household income. 

We summarize this thirty page report into a three/four page handout that 

can easily be emailed to commercial brokers and company representatives.  

Currently, the Authority is producing a four page market brochure that also 

identifies 30 retailers currently located in the I-40 corridor (Exhibit 2). 

F. Design Theme for Health Center Parkway: 

The long awaited and greatly anticipated completion of the Health Center 

Parkway extension project will provide the primary entrance into the 

proposed Prairie West development.  The next step for the Authority will be to 

establish or select a design theme and appropriate landmarks that highlight 

the regional shopping and entertainment venues that will locate in Yukon’s 

newest mixed-used development complex.  During the next two months, the 

Authority will work with Hanz Butzer and his firm to outline three or four design 

concepts for the community to consider.  All thoughts, ideas, and suggestions 

are welcome. 
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G. Appointment of new Trustee: 

In June, the City Council appointed Michael McEachern to fill the vacancy 

of Trustee #1, as one of the two City Council representatives to the Authority.  

Under the Trust Indenture, Trustee #1 was appointed to an initial four (4) year 

term that expires or ends on June 30, 2017.  Trustee McEachern shall serve the 

remaining two (2) years of the initial term and all subsequent terms shall be 

for a term of six (6) years ending on June 30th of the sixth year.

THE CODE OF ORDINANCES OF THE CITY OF YUKON, 
OKLAHOMA BY DELETING APPENDIX B, SEC. 5.04, 
CREATING A NEW ZONING DISTRICT WHICH SHALL 
BE REFERRED TO AS RR- RURAL RESIDENTIAL, 
AMENDING CERTAIN SECTIONS REGARDING RURAL 
STREETS, UTILITIES, AND THE CITY OF YUKON 
ZONING ORDINANCE AND ADOPTING SECTIONS 
PERTAINING TO THE RR DISTRICT, SETTING AREA 
AND HEIGHT REGULATIONS, PERMITTED USES, 
MINIMUM LOT AREA AND WIDTH REQUIREMENTS 
AND REGULATING LOTS IN RR DISTRICTS, PROVIDING 
FOR SEVERALIBITY, AND DECLARING AN 
EMERGENCY 

 
 BE IT ORDAINED BY THE COUNCIL FOR THE CITY OF YUKON, 
OKLAHOMA that the Code of Ordinances, City of Yukon, is hereby amended to delete Appendix 
A, Sec. 5.04 in its entirety, by creating a new zoning district which shall be referred to as RR- 
Rural Residential, by amending certain sections regarding rural streets, utilities and the City of 
Yukon Zoning Ordinance and by adopting new sections pertaining to the RR – Rural Residential 
District, setting area and height regulations, permitted uses, minimum lot area and width 
requirements and regulating lots in the RR- Rural Residential District as follows, to-wit: 
 
  
SECTION 1:     

The following section is repealed and deleted in its entirety: 

Appendix B, Sec. 5.04. – Connection to city water lines. 

 

SECTION 2: 

The following sections are amended and read as follows:                   

Sec. 102-88. – Rural  Residential streets—Asphaltic concrete paving. 

Rural residential streets are those streets located in rural subdivisions that are not located in 
the urbanized area as shown in the city's comprehensive plan. Rural residential streets are 
required to be paved with asphaltic concrete paving meeting the minimum paving standards 
described below:  

1. The street shall have a surface width of not less than 26 feet. 
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2. There shall be a minimum 4 foot shoulder on each side of the street that is constructed of 
6 inches of ODOT type “A” aggregate base. 

3. The maximum slope allowed away from the shoulder shall be 3:1 with a minimum 18 inch 
bar ditch on each side. Required bar ditches shall have sufficient capacity to manage and 
contain stormwater drainage. Drainage culverts shall be provided with sufficient capacity 
to convey stormwater runoff. The size of each drainage culvert shall be shown on the 
preliminary plat. 

4. Portland cement concrete header curbs shall be provided that are 12 inches wide and 6 
inches in height above the 8 inch subgrade modification that extends 4 feet past the outside 
header curbs.  The ODOT type “A” aggregate base shall have a geotechnical study 
performed by the owner/engineer to confirm what is required for the subgrade 
modification. 

5. Under the 8 inch subgrade modification base there shall be at least a 6 inch compacted 
subgrade of 95% standard proctor density. 

6. The distance from the inside base of the header curbs shall be 24 feet.   

7. The top layer of asphaltic concrete shall consist of two inches of type B asphaltic concrete 
(PG 64-22 OK) and shall have a parabolic crown of 2½ inches.  

8. Under type B asphaltic concrete there shall be 4 inches of type A asphaltic concrete (PG 
64-22 OK). 

9. Between type A and type B asphaltic concrete there shall be a tack coat. 

10. Twelve inch header curb shall have a number 4 reinforcing steel (GR 60) at 18 inches 
center to center.  Install expansion joints with number 4 x 2 foot-6 inches smooth dowel at 
90 foot intervals with contraction joints at 15 foot intervals. 

Sec. 114-201. - When required and permitted.  

a. Where a public sanitary sewer is not available under the provisions of section 114-111, the 
building sewer shall be connected to a private sewage disposal system complying with the 
provisions of this article.  

b. Except as above provided, it shall be unlawful to construct or maintain any privy, privy 
vault, septic tank, cesspool or other facility intended or used for the disposal of sewage.  

Sec. 114-202. - Permit to construct. 

Before commencement of construction of a private sewage disposal system, the owner shall 
obtain a written permit signed by the public works director. The application for such permit 
shall be made on a form furnished by the city, which the applicant shall supplement by any 
plans, specifications and other information deemed necessary by the director. A permit and 
inspection fee shall be set by the City Council of the City of Yukon by resolution and shall be 
paid to the Development Services Department at the time the application is filed.  

Sec. 114-203. – Inspection. 
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A permit for a private sewage disposal system shall not become effective until the installation 
is completed to the satisfaction of the public works director and or his designee. He shall be 
allowed to inspect the work at any state of construction, and in any event, the applicant for the 
permit shall notify the director when the work is ready for final inspection, and before any 
underground portions are covered.  

Sec. 114-204. - Type, capacity, location, etc.  

The type, capacity, location and layout of a private sewage disposal system shall comply with 
all recommendations of the Oklahoma Department of Environmental Quality. No permit shall 
be issued for any private sewage disposal system employing subsurface soil absorption 
facilities where the area of the lot is less than 15,000 square feet. No septic tank or cesspool 
shall be permitted to discharge to any public sewer or natural outlet.  

Sec. 114-206. - Abandonment when public sewer becomes available. 

At such time as a public sewer becomes available to a property served by a private sewage 
disposal system, as provided in section 114-111, a direct connection shall be made to the public 
sewer in compliance with such section, and any septic tanks, cesspools and similar private 
sewage disposal facilities shall be abandoned, removed or filled with suitable material and 
shall be abandoned within (90) days.  

Appendix A, Section 406.3 - Residential parking design.  

a. Single-family, duplex and multifamily residential structures located on one lot may use a 
paved driveway to fulfill the minimum parking requirements of this section. The space 
for each automobile on the paved area shall be a minimum of nine (9) feet in width and 
twenty (20) feet in length and shall not be located on the street right-of-way. The 
residential driveway shall conform to the driveway design requirements as specified in 
Section 406.4(A)(2).  
 

b. In Residential zoning districts all vehicles shall be parked on permanently hard-surfaced 
driveways or parking areas or shall be parked completely to the rear of the front wall of 
the main building on said property.  

 
Appendix B, Section 5.01. - Monuments.  

1. Each block corner shall be marked with iron pipes or pins not less than three-eighths (3/8) 
inch in diameter and eighteen (18) inches long and placed at least one (1) inch below 
finished grade.  

2. Monuments marking property lines and corners shall not be disturbed; or if such 
disturbance is necessary, the monuments shall be replaced at the exact spot from which 
they were removed.  

Appendix B, Section 5.02. - Improvements.  

1. Any final plat or subdivision located within the corporate limits shall not be approved 
unless the subdivider or developer shall provide the following:  
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A. File a surety bond with the city clerk in an amount equal to one hundred twenty-five 
(125) percent of the cost of the required improvements as estimated by the city manager 
and/or city engineer. Said bond shall specify that the improvements shall be fully 
completed within a period of time not to exceed two (2) years from date of final plat 
approval and said bond shall be subject to approval by the city attorney and acceptance 
by the city council; or,  

B. In lieu of a subdivision bond, the city council may at its discretion allow the subdivider 
or developer to deposit with the city clerk a cashier's check, certificate of deposit, 
irrevocable letter of credit from an approved bank, savings and loan association or 
authorized trust company, or other acceptable certified funds with the city named as 
payee in an amount equal to one hundred twenty-five (125) percent of the cost of the 
required improvements as estimated by the city manager and/or city engineer.  

An agreement shall be entered into between the city, subdivider or developer and the 
issuer of any letter of credit which shall specify that the improvements shall be fully 
completed within a period of time not to exceed two (2) years from date of final plat 
approval, and said negotiable instrument and agreement shall be subject to approval by 
the city attorney and accepted by the city council; or  

C. In lieu of or in conjunction with subsections 1. and 2. above, the city council may, in 
its discretion, accept a cash payment to the city clerk for an amount equal to one 
hundred twenty-five (125) percent of the improvements as estimated by the city 
manager and/or city engineer. Said funds shall be released to the 
contractor/subcontractor upon the city's acceptance of each improvement and upon 
written direction of the subdivider/developer.  

D. Upon the city engineer's recommendation, that certain improvement not be completed 
at the time, the city council may waive the requirements for improvements. Upon 
waiving the requirements, the developer shall post an adequate cash bond to secure to 
the municipality the actual construction and installation of the improvements at a future 
date as determined by the city. The amount of the bond shall be fixed by the city council 
and should be equal to the cost of the required improvement.  

In the event the required improvements are not completed as specified in subsections 1. and 2. 
above, the city may proceed with the work and in any event hold the subdivider or developer 
and/or the bonding company jointly and/or severally liable and responsible for the costs 
thereof; and in no event shall a bond or deposit be released until the improvements are approved 
by the city engineer and or city manager and the city council; and in no event shall a building(s) 
be occupied until all such improvements have been completed.  

2. The following improvements shall be provided by the subdivider or developer: 

A. Water mains properly connected with public water supply system provided to insure 
adequate water flow for fire protection in accordance with standard City of Yukon 
specifications governing water improvements construction. If a public water system is 
not reasonably accessible and not within ¼ mile as determined by the city engineer, the 
subdivider may install an individual water well system, upon the recommendation of 
the city engineer and approval of the city council. Such water well system shall be 
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installed in accordance with the recommendations and requirements of the Oklahoma 
Department of Environmental Quality.     

B. A sanitary sewer system properly connected with the existing system, in accordance 
with standard City of Yukon specifications governing sanitary sewer construction and 
in accord with requirements of state and county health departments. If a public sanitary 
sewer system is not reasonably accessible and not within ¼ of a mile   as determined 
by the city engineer, the subdivider may install a private sewage disposal system, upon 
the recommendation of the city engineer and approval of the city council. Such private 
sewage disposal system shall be installed in accordance with the recommendations and 
requirements of the Oklahoma Department of Environmental Quality.  

C. Streets graded to the full roadway width and to the established grade and paved in 
accordance with the city's approved paving standards.  

D. Storm drainage facilities, curbs and gutters to provide adequate surface water drainage 
for the area being drained. Said storm drainage facilities shall be designed in 
accordance with the approved City of Yukon drainage standards and requirements 
attached hereto as Appendix A.  

E. Sidewalks shall be installed in accordance with the sidewalk standards and 
requirements of the City of Yukon attached hereto as Appendix B.  

 EXCEPTION:  Sidewalks are not required to be installed on Agriculture and RR  
 zoned properties in the rural areas.  

 
SECTION 3: 
The following section is amended to add the general description of Rural Residential zoning: 
 
 
Appendix A, Sec. 602.1 General Description. 
 

This RR District is a rural-style development of a single-family residential dwelling 
on a lot intended for areas where a community sewer and water are not planned in the near 
future, but where other public services may be available and topography and soil conditions 
allow development at a low population density that can rely on on-site water supply and waste 
disposal systems without creating public health hazards.  This RR district is intended primarily 
for areas devoted to large-lot suburban residential use.  The regulations and restrictions in this 
RR District are intended to protect the residential character of these areas and conserve their 
environmental resources.  
 
The RR district provides single-family residential housing with rural amenities. Special 
attention should be given to overall design and location of lots within this district to ensure 
adequate light, air and open space are provided and to protect the area from being subject to 
intensified zoning once the district has been established and developed. 
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SECTION 4: 
The following sections are hereby added and read as follows: 
 

Sec. 114-100. –Installation and use of Individual water wells. 

Generally.  

1. Where an approved water supply is not available as described in section 114-88, the 
subdivision, institution, commercial or industrial structure or single-family dwelling 
may be served by individual water wells upon the express approval of the city engineer, 
the planning commission and the City Council. Individual water wells must meet 
federal and state drinking water standards. 
 

2. Water wells shall be located on the premises where the well is intended to be used and 
there shall be no interconnection of any kind between such well with any other water 
source. 

 
3. No person shall drill or enlarge any domestic water well or subsequently use from such 

well, except upon making application on forms provided by Development Services and 
paying such fees as approved by resolution of the City Council.  

  
 

4. Individual water wells shall meet all state health design standards and construction 
specifications and shall provide adequate capacity to meet the domestic demand.  

 
5. Individual water wells shall have a minimum capacity of five gallons per minute. If soil 

and geological data indicates a possible groundwater deficiency, the applicant must 
demonstrate, at his expense, that the water is available in adequate quantity and quality.  

 
6. Wells may be located anywhere on the property; however, any well located outside of 

the rear yard of the property may have only the wellhead exposed with no other 
accompanying structure, pursuant to the zoning code of the city. No well may be drilled 
on any easement or right-of-way.  

 
7. All drilling mud must be removed manually and under no circumstance may the drilling 

mud escape the property.  
 

8. As a fire protection measure, a minimum distance of 50 feet separation between 
residential structures shall be maintained in any residential district utilizing private 
water wells as the main source of water.  

 
Appendix A, Sec. 602.34 Area and Height Regulations and Uses Permitted for RR- 
Rural Residential. 
 

A. Only One single-family detached residential dwelling shall be allowed. 
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B. Raising of animals and poultry. The raising of animals or poultry shall be in accordance 

with the ordinances of the city and in accordance with the following provisions: 
 

i. There shall be provided a fenced area of not less than 20,000 square feet, 
exclusive of the area covered by the main buildings and required front and 
side yards, for each large animal, including horses, cattle and sheep, and 
all structures and buildings for the care and protection of animals shall be 
located not closer than 200 feet to other structures and residential 
dwellings. 
 

ii. Livestock and poultry may not be kept on any lot which does not contain 
an occupied dwelling. 

 
C. Parks, playgrounds, and non-commercial recreational facilities such as swimming pools, 

tennis courts, game rooms and libraries shall be allowed. 
 

D. Structures and uses required for operation of a public utility or performance of a 
governmental function shall be allowed. 

 
E. There shall be a minimum lot area is 43,560 square feet (1  acre). 

 
F. There shall be a minimum lot width of 120’ feet at the front building line and such lot shall 

abut on a street for a distance of not less than 60 feet. 
 

G.  All buildings in the RR district shall be set back from street right-of-way lines to comply 
with the following yard requirements: 

 
1. Front yard. 

a. The minimum depth of the front yard shall be 30 feet. 
b. When a yard has double frontage, the front yard requirements shall be provided 

on both streets. 
 

2. Side yard. 
a. There shall be a side yard setback of not less than 25-feet within which no 

structure may be located. 
 
b. For dwellings and accessory buildings located on corner lots, there shall be a 

side yard setback from the intersecting street of not less than 30-feet in case 
such lot is back- to-back with another corner lot, and 30-feet in every other 
case; provided, however, that the side yard setback adjacent to a federal, state 
or county highway and section line road shall be the same as the front yard 
setback. 

 
3. Rear yard.  There shall be a rear yard setback for a main building of not less than 20 
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percent of the depth of the lot.  Unattached buildings of accessory use may be located 
in the rear yard of a main building, but shall not encroach on any easements. 

 
H. Main and accessory buildings in the RR district shall not cover more than 20 percent of 

the lot area. Accessory buildings shall not cover more than 20 percent of the rear yard. 
 

I.  No building in the RR district shall exceed 45 feet in height. 

 
SECTION 5:  SEVERABILITY 
 
 If any section, subsection, sentence, clause, phrase or portion of this Ordinance is for any 
reason held invalid or unconstitutional by any Court of competent jurisdiction, said portion shall 
be deemed a separate, distinct and independent provision and such holding shall not affect the 
validity of the remaining portions of this Ordinance. 
 
 
 
SECTION 6: EMERGENCY 
 
 WHEREAS, it being immediately necessary for the preservation of the peace, health, 
safety and public good of the City of Yukon and the inhabitants thereof that the provisions of this 
ordinance be put into full force and effect, an emergency is hereby declared to exist by reason 
whereof this ordinance shall take effect, and be in full force from and after its passage, as 
provided by law.

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FIFTH AMENDMENT AND RATIFICATION OF EMPLOYMENT AGREEMENT

The agreement made and entered into on the ________th day of July, 2014 between the

City of Yukon, Oklahoma a Municipal Corporation hereinafter referred to as "City" and Grayson

Bottom hereinafter referred to "Bottom" or “Employee” is hereby ratified and amended as

follows: 

In consideration of the mutual promises and covenants herein contained, the parties hereto

agree as follows:

1. The City of Yukon hereby employs Bottom as City Manager for the City

of Yukon.

2. Employee hereby agrees to accept such employment and to devote his full

time, attention and best efforts to the business of City.  The employee further warrants that he is

under no contractual restrictions or obligations that will in any way limit his activities on behalf

of City.

3. The parties hereto agree that employment by City is pursuant to Yukon

Charter Section 20 and shall be for an indefinite term.  Further, pursuant to City Charter Section

20, employee recognizes that his employment may be suspended, terminated or he may be

removed from office by a vote of the majority of the members of the Yukon City Council, in that

regard, employment under this agreement shall be at will.

4. Pursuant to City Charter Section 20, employee recognizes that during the

tenure of his office that he shall reside within the City limits of the City of Yukon. 

5. For and in consideration of employee's efforts hereunder employee shall

receive the following compensation:

A. Beginning July 1, 2015 a base salary at the annual rate of
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$145,000.00, payable monthly.

B. Car allowance annually in the amount of $7,200.00, payable 

monthly or at the option of Employee use of a City owned vehicle.

C. Other benefits of employment with the City of Yukon provided to 

general employees unless otherwise specifically modified herein.

D. Employee shall be credited with one week vacation time.

E. Employee shall be credited with accrued sick leave equal to the

amount of sick leave Employee has accrued with his immediately

prior employer.

  F. Employee shall be entitled to all other benefits afforded to senior

level, long-term employees regarding holidays, vacation time, sick

leave and retirement and accrual thereof.

6. If, at anytime the City discharges the employee or terminates his

employment for any reason, except for good cause, the City shall pay to the employee an amount

equal to twelve (12) months of employee’s base salary at that time.  Payment contemplated herein

shall be due within ninety (90) days following the separation of employment of the employee and

shall be in addition to all other sums owed to the employee.  PROVIDED, if the employee resigns,

voluntarily terminates his employment or is separated from employment for good cause the City

shall not be required to make payment provided herein.  

7. Should Employee decide to separate from employment with the City for any

reason except those which are not within his control, Employee shall give City six (6) months

notice. 

This Fifth Amendment and  Ratification of Employment Agreement was considered and
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approved July 21, 2015 at the regularly scheduled City Council Meeting.
