This email is to follow up on the conversation I had with you last Thursday regarding the traffic congestion at the intersection of Yukon Parkway and Ranchwood around 7:30 am Monday thru Friday.  I would like to see an additional right turn lane at this intersection for those of us that want to go south on Yukon Parkway in the left inside lane.  Not everyone that drives down this stretch of road is dropping off a child at school.  I would also like to see the presence of Yukon Police Officers at this intersection writing tickets to those parents that end up in the middle of this intersection going south blocking east and west bound traffic in the attempt to avoid an additional red light.  This happened to me twice last week.  The east and west bound traffic on Ranchwood had a green light but no one could move due to the south bound traffic blocking the intersection.  This is becoming a big issue and something needs to be done about it before something tragic happens.  I guess the parents that are doing this aren't aware or just don't care what they are teaching their children who will soon be driving themselves.  They aren't setting a very good example that's for sure.  Please let me know the outcome of my complaint.
